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REGIONS WITH LEGISLATIVE POWERS AFTER LISBON: 
DIRECT PARTICIPATION IN EUROPEAN DECISION MAKING  - THE COMITOLOGY CASE
Representatives of European legislative Regions will meet in Brussels on 23 June 2010 to analyze the relevant changes introduced by the Treaty of Lisbon in the comitology system and the European decision making that covers also regional fields of responsibility, with the definition of delegated and implementing acts.
Regleg is a political network of EU regions with legislative powers. It comprises representatives of regional governments who work together on issues of common concern. At present there are 73 EU regions with legislative powers spread across 8 Member States: Austria, Belgium, Finland, Germany, Italy, Portugal, Spain and UK. Participation in REGLEG is open to any of these regions. 

REGLEG is committed to raising the level of democratic participation from legislative regions in EU affairs.  Members are committed to active participation in policy formation in accordance with the principles of subsidiarity and their own democratic responsibilities. In many cases regions with legislative powers are responsible for transposing and implementing EU legislation in their Member States.
Regions from Austria, Belgium, Germany, Spain and UK are directly participating in Comitology in their fields of responsibility, with regional representatives attending committee meetings and contributing in the definition of positions of their respective national delegations. Italian regions have also a formal agreement with their national government about their participation in Comitology Committees and are defining the modalities of participation.

In the meeting that will be held on 23rd June 2010, representatives from the European Commission and from the European Parliament will illustrate the major changes introduced in the system, while regional representatives will debate on what kind of implications does this modification of the decisional procedures for delegated and implementing acts have on the level of transparency of the system and on the possibility to effectively participate in the decision making in the fields for which they are responsible.
